ESCRS Annual Report

In 2023, the Research Committee’s most significant accomplishment was the development and
approval of the Research Committee operating policy to guide the work of the Committee.

The other important item was to provide guidance for the clinical research funded by the ESCRS
and ensure that the investment in research provides a benefit to the society’s membership, the
wider ophthalmic community and patients.

With this new policy in place, the committee focused its work on the new Systematic Research
Awards, awarding six new awards in 2023, as well as the Pioneer Research Awards, with strong
responses received for both calls. This past year saw the initiation of several key research projects
funded by the ESCRS, as well as the completion and first publication of JCRS onthe MEROV study.
Most significantly, the European Prospective Multi-centre Trial comparing Triple-DMEK with
Cataract Surgery in Patients with Cataract and Fuchs endothelial corneal dystrophy (ETCF-trial) was
initiated in 2023.

2023 also saw the awarding of the first Digital Research Award (DRA) to two institutions:
The DRA award panel in Vilamoura recognised that both the EUKOR (Coimbra University, Joaquim

Murta, PI) and OCT-KC (Moorfields Eye Hospital, Bruce Allan, PI) projects were high quality
proposals with complementary goals and recommended that both should be funded.

Overall, the ESCRS Registries hold data on more than 4 million surgeries representing one of the
richest ophthalmology datasets in Europe.

In 2023, the Registries Steering Committee integrated additional data sources, with afocus on
country-level registries and surgical data fromindividual clinics. France (workin progress) and Portugal
have been added as interfaces with EUREQUO, supplementing the existing two countries, Sweden and
the Netherlands.

The Registries Steering Committee set out an ambitious agenda and joined forces with the three
Task Forces (Global, Industry & PROMS). Each task force met for the first time in 2023 and developed
clear calls for action.

The ECCTR consortium met for the first time and established plans for publication and agreed on
the need to implement disease-specific PROMs: e.g. for Fuchs.

At the ESCRS Annual Meetingin Vienna, the founding members Mats Lundstrém, ULf Steneviand
Ype Henry were honoured for their service in the establishment of the Registries, and they moved
to emeritus status.

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ESCRS is partnering and supporting several major projects, mainly in Sub-Saharan Africarelated to
cataract surgery which commenced at the start of 2023.

In addition to the two smaller projects already on-going, ESCRS provides considerable support -
financial and training - in Malawi, Mozambique and Palestine. ESCRS also assists with cataract
projectsin Nepal and South Sudan. Of particular importance is that we intend to provide training
supportacross much of Africa by partnering with the Community Eye Health Institute (CEHI) at
Cape Town University.

Eves Of The World project - Mozambique

In 2023 ESCRS funds were used to support telemedicine professional development and clinical
supportfor 2 ophthalmologistsinthe province and to train 2 optometrists in paediatric refraction
and pathology diagnosis in one of the poorest provincesin one of the poorest LMICs in the world.
Funds were also used to deliver cataract surgery and postoperative eye drops after the government
failed to provide promised funding. Gender equity in terms of training eye professionals and the
delivery of eye care intheregionis one of the priorities of this project. In Sub Saharan Africa1/3

of ophthalmologists are women and 2/3 of patients with moderate to severe vision impairment
arewomen. Severe flooding and an armed conflict in an adjacent province displaced thousands

of families including health care professionals and affected the demand for and supply of health
and eye careinthisregionin 2023.

Malawi BICO project

ESCRS funds supported continuing medical education activities. Rural based cataract surgeons
were funded to attend residential surgical skills refresher and update courses at the national
academic hospitalin the capital. And senior residents from the academic hospital were funded
to gooutto therural hospitals to gain high volume surgical experience in arural hospital setting.
Floods also affected service delivery in Malawi in 2023.

St John's Hospitals in Arab East Jerusalem and Gaza
The East Jerusalem Hospital has managed to continue to deliver eye care but the political situation

in Israel resulted in the cancellation of observation training for 2 Ukrainian ophthalmologists at
the Hospital. The Gaza Hospital is slightly damaged and not functioning.

Additional donations of €15k each were made to Ridley Eye Foundation and to the Diocese of Wau
in Sudan. ESCRS experts also provided support to wetlabs at COECSA conference.

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In addition, ESCRS kept supporting the Ukrainian ophthalmic community by offering free
membership of ESCRS and free registration to attend the Annual Congress.

The freeregistration encouraged 676 Ukrainian colleagues to register for Vienna. During the Annual
CongressinVienna, a Charity Ball was organized to raise much needed funding to be distributed
between the ESCRS ophthalmic surgery programmes in low- and middle-income countries as

well as material support to ophthalmic colleagues throughout Ukraine. An amount of €14,000
was collected.

ESCRS identified precisely where equipment and materials were most needed in Ukraine and elicited
industry and some individual support to donate these. In addition, and as in 2022, donations have

included ophthalmic sutures, instruments, drugs, disposables, endoscopes and combined Stellaris

machines. Over twenty sites across Ukraine have been reached so far, including Kyiv, Lviv, Odessa,

Kharkiv, Dnipro, Rivne, Ivano-Frankivsk and Zaporizhzia.

In 2023 an ESCRS Sustainable Cat-Pack has been created which provides the lowest common
denominator of Cat-Packs used within Europe.

This was based on an analysis covering 44 different surgical centres spread across 12 different
countries and using packages from nine different suppliers.
